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Review

The biobibliographic index dedicated
to Doctor of Philological Sciences Nikolai N. Efremov

On April 3, 2025, the Institute for Humanities Research and Indigenous Peoples Studies of
the North, SB RAS, hosted the All-Russian scientific and practical conference “Current issues
of lexical and grammatical semantics” dedicated to the 75th anniversary of the birth of Nikolai
Nikolaevich Efremov, Honored Scientist of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia), Honored Veteran of the
Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Honored Scientist of the Siberian Branch
of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Chief Researcher of the Yakut Language Department of the
Institute for Humanities Research and Indigenous Peoples Studies of the North, SB RAS, leading
Yakutologist and Turkologist, Doctor of Philological Sciences. Participants of this event witnessed
the presentation of “Efremov Nikolay Nikolaevich: Biobibliographic Index” (Yakutsk, 2025)
prepared with the aim of widely and fully presenting the scientific and educational activities of
Doctor Efremov, the author of more than 300 scientific works, including 10 monographs, for the
period from 1979 to 2025. Intended for researchers, teachers, postgraduates, students and anyone
interested in issues of Turkology and Yakut linguistics, the publication contains information about
the work activity and awards of Doctor Efremov, includes more than 400 bibliographic entries
for monographs, dictionaries, articles, dissertation manuscripts, research reports and research
projects in Russian, Yakut and other languages, grouped in chronological order alphabetically.

The publication is preceded by a preface from the compilers and information about the work
of Doctor Efremov. It also contains an article by of Doctor of Philological Sciences, Professor
Aleksander A. Petrov, dedicated to Nikolai N. Efremov as a researcher of modern trends in
Yakut linguistics. Noting that the achievements of Nikolai N. Efremov in the scientific field
have been duly awarded with such high awards as the Order of the Russian Orthodox Church of
St. Macarius Metropolitan of Moscow, 3rd degree (2012), Certificate of Honor of the Standing
Committee on Science and Education of the State Assembly (Il Tumen) of the Republic of Sakha
(Yakutia) (2014), badge of Honor “For Merit in the Field of Science” of the State Committee of
the Sakha (Republic Yakutia) in innovation policy and science (2015), Certificate of Honor of
the Russian Academy of Sciences (2017), award from the Head of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia)
in the field of preservation, study and development of native languages named after Semen
A. Novgorodov (2020) and others. Professor Aleksander A. Petrov writes about the works of
Doctor of Philological Sciences Nikolai N. Efremov the following: “Efremov’s works, arousing
interest both in Russia and abroad, have had a fruitful influence on the further development of
syntactic and functional-semantic research in Yakut and other Turkic languages” [1, pp. 12—13].

The bibliography of the publication consists of the following sections corresponding to
the areas of scientific and educational activities of Doctor Efremov: “Abstracts, dissertation
manuscripts”, “Monographs, dictionaries, teaching aids”», “Popular science publications”,
“Reports on research work, scientific projects”, “Databases”, “Scholarly articles”, “Articles
in the media”, “Translations”, ‘“Participation in the team of compilers”, “Editing”, “Academic

consulting®, “Reviewing”. A separate section presents “Publications about N.N. Efremov”.
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Nikolai N. Efremov is known as the author of the idea of the monocentric nature of the
Yakut language system, associated with the phenomenon of postpositive linguistic agglutination,
which regulates the system and structure of the Yakut language. In his works, the system of a
complex sentence is presented as a set consisting of synonymous (quasi-synonymous) synthetic
(core) and analytical (peripheral) constructions, which is due to the principle of economical use
of grammatical means in the syntactic structure of the Yakut language. His idea of a single basic
attribute model (SAM) in the Yakut and Turkic languages allows for a comprehensive coverage
of the language system. In his works, based on the concepts of the monocentric nature of the
Yakut language system, polypredicative syntax and functional equivalence, a description of the
system, structure and semantics of the Yakut grammatical forms and constructions is presented,
and a methodology for structural and semantic modeling of language units of different levels
is applied and developed using the material of the Turkic languages. Nikolai N. Efremov is a
co-author of the study guide “Yakut Grammar Course” (Yakutsk, 2004), “Learning the Yakut
Language” (Yakutsk, 1990). In 1992-2008, giving lectures on prepared fundamental works
and publications, he taught and worked part-time as an associate professor and professor at the
M. K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University (formerly M. K. Ammosov Yakutsk State
University). Information about scholarly works and articles by Doctor Efremov are presented in
the sections “Abstracts, dissertation manuscripts”, “Monographs, dictionaries, teaching aids”,
“Reports on research work, scientific projects”, “Databases”, “Scholarly articles”, “Participation
in the team of compilers” of the published biobibliographic index.

Nikolai N. Efremov takes an active part in the development of various types of dictionaries: the
“Orthographic Dictionary of the Yakut Language” (2002), known as the largest lexicographical
source on Yakut lexicography in terms of volume, reflecting the vocabulary of the Yakut literary
language of the late 20th — early 21st centuries; the “Conceptual and Terminological Russian-
Yakut Dictionary of Psychology” (2006), an industry terminological dictionary that makes
extensive use of term-forming means of the language and the main psychological terms have
been translated into the Yakut language for the first time [Ibid., p. 10]. Nikolai Nikolaevich took
a direct part in the preparation of the “Large Explanatory Dictionary of the Yakut Language”
(2004-2018) as a compiler, editor and reviewer. The output data of dictionary editions published
with the participation of Nikolai N. Efremov are contained in such sections of the index as
“Monographs, dictionaries, teaching aids”, “Participation in the team of compilers”, “Editing”,
“Reviewing”.

A prominent place among the works of Nikolai N. Efremov is occupied with articles and
publications devoted to the life and work of major researchers of Yakutia and Siberia, various
issues of the history and culture of his native land. He is the author and co-author of the popular
science publications “Maendigi byyar doyuta” (2000); “Amginsky ulus: history, culture,
folklore” (2001); “V. N. Vasiliev” (2003), “Afanasyev Nikolai Egorovich” (Yakutsk, 2011), etc.;
editor of historical and local history publications L. L. Aleksandrov’s “Amga Sloboda” (Yakutsk,
1997), “Taptyyr, Akhtar Altammyt” (Dyokuuskai, 2002); “Mukuchu nehiliegin bylyrgytyttan”
(Yakutsk, 2006), M. A. Alekseeva “A. P. Ryazanskaya” (Yakutsk, 2023), etc. Information about
these publications is contained in such sections of the index as “Popular science publications”,
“Articles in the media”, “Translations”, “Participation in the team of compilers”, “Editing”,
“Academic consulting”, and “Reviewing”.

Nikolai N. Efremov, being a translator of the textbook “Fundamentals of Orthodox Culture”
(2012) into the Yakut language, a philological editor of Yakut translations of Orthodox literature
(“New Testament” (2004, 2008); “Children’s Bible” (2016); books of the “Old Testament” —
“Genesis”, “Exodus”, (2021; 2022)), editor-in-chief of the publication “Abridged Catechism for
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Teaching the Young People the Orthodox Christian Law” (2024), etc., takes part with interest in
the dissemination of spiritual knowledge. Information about these publications can be found in
the “Translations” and “Editing” sections of the index.

The bibliographic entries of the index are compiled in accordance with state standards
7.1-2003 “Bibliographic entry. Bibliographic description. General requirements and rules for
compilation”, 7.0.12-2011 “Bibliographic entry. Abbreviations of words and phrases in Russian.
General requirements and rules”, 7.80-2000 “Bibliographic entry. Heading. General requirements
and rules for compilation”. Bibliographic descriptions are given in the language of the publication
text; documents in Yakut and other languages are accompanied by a translation into Russian.

When compiling this index, published in the series “Researcher Scientists of the Institute for
Humanities Research and Indigenous Peoples Studies of the North, SB RAS”, materials from
the personal archive of Nikolai N. Efremov, the reference and bibliographic apparatus of the
Scientific Library of the Institute for Humanities Research and Indigenous Peoples Studies of the
North, SB RAS, the Central Scientific Library of the Federal Research Center “Yakut Scientific
Center SB RAS”, the National Library of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) were used, a number
of bibliographic sources, such as “Bibliography of Yakutia” (1932-2022): “Yakut language”,
“Yakut heroic epic Olonkho”, etc. were examined.
