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Historical background

The Department of Teaching Methods of the Yakut language, Literature and National Culture
was founded on March 25, 1992. The first head of the department was Associate Professor,
Candidate of Pedagogical Sciences Stepan Konstantinovich Kolodeznikov. His contribution to
the development of the department and the study of the Yakut language cannot be overestimated.

Scientific activity

Professor Kolodeznikov initiated intensive Yakut language courses for foreign interns. Every
year, the Department accepted from 4 to 6 international students who wanted to learn this unique
language. Among them were representatives from various countries, including Hungary, Canada,
Turkey, Brazil, Korea, the USA, Japan, Poland, Germany, Norway, Austria, Sweden, and France.

In recent years, a significant number of specialists have been trained in the field of teaching the
Yakut language. Under Kolodeznikov’s supervision, two doctoral dissertations were successfully
defended at prestigious universities of the world — Etvos Laurent Budapest University (Hungary)
and the University of British Columbia (Canada).

Educational and methodological work

The department was actively engaged in the development of an educational and methodological
base. The research laboratory has been dealing with the issues of theory and methodology of
teaching the first languages, literatures and cultures of the peoples of the northeastern part of the
Russian Federation in the context of a dialogue of cultures in a multicultural educational space.
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On the initiative and under the guidance of Professor Kolodeznikov, a series of school
textbooks on the Yakut language was developed for students from grades 5 to 9. These manuals
are used in educational institutions of Yakutia and contribute to the preservation and development
of the native language.

In addition, Professor Kolodeznikov took an active part in the creation of textbooks and
multimedia textbooks on Yakut literature for schoolchildren from 5th to 11th grade. This made
the learning process more accessible and interesting for students.

International cooperation

The most important part of the department’s activities is international cooperation. Professor
Kolodeznikov headed the topic “Teaching the Yakut language to foreign-speaking citizens as a
state language.” This initiative led to a significant increase in the number of international students
studying the Yakut language.

Among the graduates of the courses, outstanding scholars and instructors who have become
professors at the world’s leading universities can be noted: for example, Suzy Crate (USA,
University of Georgia), Murat Ersez (Turkey, Gazi University), Lia Zola (Italy, University of
Turin), Yamoshita Massami (Japan), Sayura Ehara (Japan, Hakaida University), Susan Hicks
(Canada, University of British Columbia) and Csaba Meszaros (Hungary, Budapest University).

The results of the collaboration are expressed in scholarly publications and the translation
of literary works. Thus, under Kolodeznikov’s leadership, three monographs were published
(authors: Suzy Crate, Kang Duk-soo, Jong Won Kang) and two translations of olonkho (Kang
Duk-soo, Murat Ersez).

Results

Giving the name of Stepan Konstantinovich Kolodeznikov to the class of the Yakut language
and literature at the M.N. Gotovtsev Tanda Secondary school in Ust-Aldansky District, Sakha
Republic (Yakutia), was the natural result of many years of the scholar’s and professors’ work.
This act underlines the importance of preserving and developing the native language, helps to
increase interest in learning the Yakut language among young people and strengthen international
relations.

Thus, the name of Stepan Konstantinovich Kolodeznikov will become a symbol of continuity
of traditions, respect for history and pride in the achievements of the scientific school of Yakutia.
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
