The scholarly activity of Hairbolat Yessenov (1931-1996) was closely associated with the
study of the syntax of the Kazakh language. His candidate of sciences and doctoral dissertations
focused on highlighting the relevant issues of the syntactic structure of this Turkic language. In
1961, he defended his candidate of sciences thesis on «Conditional and concessive subordinate
clauses in the modern Kazakh language»; in 1982, his doctoral dissertation «Basic questions of
the syntax of a complicated sentence in the modern Kazakh language». He published monographs
in which the structural features of a complex and complicated sentence were considered: «The
structure of a complex sentence in the Kazakh language», «Syntax of a complicated sentence in
the Kazakh language».

In his studies, the talented researcher of the Kazakh language consistently relied on the
achievements of Russian studies and Turkic studies. In his works on the syntax of the Kazakh
language, Yessenov analyzed and used the main provisions and results of the work of Russian
language researchers on a complex sentence (M. V. Lomonosov, A. Kh. Vostokov, N. 1. Grech,
N. L. Buslaev, V. A. Bogoroditsky, A. A. Shakhmatov, A. M. Peshkovsky and others). When
covering a complicated sentence of the Kazakh language, Yessenov also relied on the works in
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Russian Language Studies (V. V. Vinogradov, V. 1. Kodukhov, A. G. Rudnev, L. K. Dmitrieva,
N. Yu. Shvedova and others).

For modern linguistics, the research of Yessenov on the complicated sentence, which was
considered by him for the first time in the Kazakh language, is of specific value. As scholars
write, in the syntax of the Turkic languages, complicated sentences are one of the most difficult
problems [Tybykova, Cheremisina, Tybykova, 2009, p. 30], and in syntactic theory they have not
yet received a rigorous definition [Ibid., p. 5].

Turning to such a complex linguistic problem as the complicated sentence, Yessenov
emphasized the important role of the sentence in the study of syntax, because it «concentrates such
main patterns inherent in syntax, word compatibility, syntagmatic groups, syntactic consttuctions,
connection with other sentences, etc.» [Yessenov, 1982, p. 3]. The Kazakh researcher also
operated with the concept of the syntactic norm and emphasized its basing on the structure of
words and the patterns of their agreement in the context [Ibid.]. Unlike many Turkologists, he
recognized the complicated sentence as an independent syntactic category [Ibid., p. 31], although
its components do not meet the «requirements of predicativity». He wrote that «such attached
components express the relations of addition, concretization, clarification and distribution to the
content of the main sentence» [Ibid., pp. 32-33].

Yessenov systematically considered not only the structural, but also the semantic, modal and
stylistic features of the complicated sentence. In determining the status of those other syntactic
constructions of the Kazakh language, relying on his theory of a complicated sentence, he made
certain adjustments to the results and provisions of the studies of some Kazakh scholars. This
takes place primarily in the analysis of modal syntactic units, which were qualified by some of his
predecessors (for example, R. S. Amirov) as a complex sentence. Cf. Kaz. Meiinuy, a3ip xvicka
eneyoeppinnen ‘Okay, bye, if you want’.

The scholar proposed a structural-semantic classification of complicated sentences of the
Kazakh language, in which these sentences are characterized by two main varieties: complicated
sentences with syntactic constructions; and complicated sentences with separate-clarifying
components. The first variety is complicated sentences with closing constructions and complicated
sentences with adjoining constructions; the second includes introductory sentences, plug-in
sentences, and homogeneously complicated sentences.

Yessenov had close scholarly contacts with the Novosibirsk syntactic school headed by Prof.
M. I. Cheremisina. The Kazakh syntaxist made presentations at conferences held in Novosibirsk.
He was an official opponent at the defense of a candidate of sciences thesis on temporary complex
sentences of the Yakut language [Efremov, 1981; 1984].

The main results and provisions of the works of the talented linguist-syntaxist Yessenov
have been a fruitful influence on the development of the theory of polypredicative constructions,
elementary simple sentences and complicated sentences, which is successfully used in the study
of the syntactic structure of the languages of the peoples of Siberia.
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
